Introduction:

in contemporary art, my research developes for 30 years a continue and cross over dialectic confrontation with critics, artists, galleries, experts, and dealers of other disciplines, in cultural and economics policies.

In time, these confrontations are based on original projects shared with different International players.  For exemple the re opened  Bauhaus School of Weimer, Mapei, Iris Ceramiche, Ferrari, Blumarine, and then Aifil (Associazione Italiana Fabbricanti Insegne Luminose), Gallerie Mazzocchi from Parma and Colossi Arte from Brescia. In these experiments borders between art and industry have been cancelled, giving start to a personale e multifaceted research which brought me to cross over in an original way of transit and relations among the whole of languages, symbols and codes of history, in a strategic success key between different worlds, for an innovative dialog among systems. Art and aesthetic, technology, industrial production, sociologic sciences, in a direction of events which don’t finisch with opera, or  in the opera, but last and produce effects in the general system of society.
